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Sowing the Seeds of a Sustainable Future
This year, we continue to support the work of the Church in Myanmar, where communities are facing ongoing instability and internal conflict that has left millions internally displaced.
Together with Fr Salai Michael MSP and His Eminence Cardinal Charles Maung Bo SDB, Archbishop of Yangon, Catholic Mission is walking alongside local communities to help establish sustainable solutions driven by the Myanmar people.
By providing the right tools and placing strong emphasis on capacity building, communities can flourish and take ownership of their own future. These principles are at the heart of the Ecological Farming Project led by Fr Salai.
“Training and capacity building are central (to the project),” Fr Salai explained. “Whether it is teachers for the school or farmers for the land, I provide skills and knowledge so that they can manage, innovate, and sustain the project themselves. Over time, external support is reduced, and leadership is fully handed over to the local community.”
This project is vital in a country where ongoing conflict continues to displace families and create financial hardship.
Through this initiative, the Missionaries of St Paul in Myanmar are strengthening their long standing mission of caring for vulnerable children and families through a sustainable ecological farming program. By cultivating up to 20 acres of farmland with organic rice, beans and vegetables, and establishing an eight acre integrated fishpond system, the project will provide reliable food for surrounding communities.
The project will help ensure food security for at least 100 conflict-affected families each year while also supporting 300 children with access to safe accommodation, stable meals and education.
At the same time, 150 local young people will receive training in ecological farming, aquaculture and leadership. These practical skills will enable them to build livelihoods within their own communities, rather than leaving in search of uncertain opportunities elsewhere.
By combining sustainable agriculture, youth formation and community support, the project is expected to benefit more than 500 people locally. This self-sustaining model of mission can then be replicated in other regions of Myanmar.
For Fr Salai, the vision is clear: “My project of sustainable mission empowers the locals to lead by focusing on ownership, capacity and dignity, rather than dependency on charity.”
